“We are honored to host an
exhibit from a well-known in-
stitution such as the Smith-
sonian in Atlantic City,” Li-
brary Archivist Heather Halpin
Perez said. “We think it’ll be a
great opportunity for residents

The Smithsonian developed a
five-pylon display especially for
smaller museums or rural audiences.

The central theme of the Home-
town Teams exhibition is the ongo-
ing cultural processes that have made
America such a celebrator of sports,
through teamwork, leadership and
team pride. Through a selection of
photographs, artifacts and memora-
bilia, the Hometown Teams exhibi-
tion explores various aspects of
sports and teams, from how and why
we play these games to what makes
us fans and why we root for our
home teams. The story is full of sur-
prises about familiar games, histories
of our teams and sports traditions,
and how sports and teams have be-
come such an integral part of Ameri-
can society.

First Academy Award winner: Haing Ngor, Best Support-
ing Actor of 1984 for his role in The Killing Fields

First Astronaut (in space): Ellison Onizuka, first space-
flight in 1985. Died in the 1986 Challenger disaster.

First to clone an AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficiency
Syndrome) virus and work out its anatomy: Flossie Wong-
Staal; considered one of the nation's top AIDS researchers.

U.S. Representative: Dalip Singh Saund, 1956, represen-
tative from California.

First U.S. Representative of Japanese descent: Daniel
K. Inouye; he was the first American of Japanese descent to
serve in the Congress, 1959, Hawaii. Governor: George R.
Ariyoshi, 1974, governor of Hawaii. Bobby Jindal is the first
Indian American to be a state governor (LA).

Mayor of a major U.S. city: Norman Yoshio Mineta, 1971,
in San Jose, California.

First network news reporter: Connie Chung, 1974. In
1993, Chung became the first Asian American to be a nightly
news anchor for a major network (CBS).
